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Dear Parents and Carers, 

I hope that you all had a lovely Christmas holiday and are looking forwards to an exciting term ahead. 

This half term in Jemison Class, in English our first writing focus will be based around the story of Pinocchio. We will spend time getting to know the story, with a large focus being directed towards narrative writing and sentence structure. The second half of the term will be writing based around our history topic Toys from the past. We will use all the research over the half term to create a non-chronological report to conclude our learning of old and new toys. In Math’s we will be focusing on our place value up to 20 and then will move onto addition and subtraction up to 20. Our history topic this term is ‘Old and New Toys’ and our science topic is ‘Taking care of the Earth’. 

In guided reading lessons, children will be continuing to read Little Wandle books in small groups with an adult across the week. These groups will change over the course of the year to best suit books to your child’s reading abilities. Children may find that they repeat books for several weeks but will be allocated brand new books after the review period, following the little wandle assessment process. The children will continue to bring home little wandle phonics home learning each week, which outlines the new sounds and words the children have been learning in school that week. If you can look at these at home with your child, that would be fantastic but ultimately the main priority is reading at home to support your child’s fluency and comprehension. 

Please ensure that children bring their reading books and reading records everyday to school, as we have several volunteers that come into school and read with the children over the course of the week. We will also be rewarding the children with dojos each Friday, if there is evidence in their reading diaries that they have read 3+ times at home the week prior. 

Our PE days remain on Wednesday and Thursdays, so all children need to wear PE kits to school on these days. If your child is attending any after school clubs that require PE kits, then please bring them in a named bag and the children will have chance to change into these before the end of the day. 

A reminder that our Celebration Assemblies are on Monday mornings at 9am. You are welcome to attend these when your child is Star of the Week. You will be notified on the Friday before if you child is Star of the Week.
