	Charanga
Hey you (Old School Hip Hop)
In this unit the children will begin the recognise and name instruments that they can hear in a song. They will listen to hip hop style music, find the pulse within the song and march and be an animal in time with the pulse. The children will additionally clap the rhythm of their names and copy back clap rhythms.  
	Charanga 
In this unit the children will select a Christmas themed song which they will use their voices expressively to sing the song. They will then continue to rehearse the song so that they can perform in to their peers during the Christmas celebrations. 
	Charanga
In the Groove (Blues/Baroque)
In this unit the children will begin to recognise that one track can be played in different styles. The children will have the opportunity to make up their own rhythms and sing in all different styles in a group in time. The children will also have the opportunity to play an instrument using one or two notes and add some dance moves into their performance. 

	Charanga
Round and Round (Latin/Jazz)
In this unit the children will begin the recognise Latin Boss Nova styles and will continue to recognise some of the sounds and instruments they can hear in the song. The children will then be introduced to musical vocabulary, such as tempo and dynamics. This will support them when conducting vocal warm ups in order to protect their voices and sing in tune. 
	Charanga
Your imagination (Pop) 
In this unit we will talk with one another about the music we hear and how it makes us feel. We will pay attention and concentrate to our friends’ responses and be respectful to their ideas. The children will again get the opportunity to sing in tune with others and use the classroom instruments correctly.

Reflect, Rewind and Relax (Classical)
In this unit the children will look at recognising classical music and how it is different to other genres. The children will consolidate their learning over the year and hopefully be able to link sounds and instruments used earlier in the year to songs and genres.

	Gymnastics Unit 1
In this unit the children will identify and use simple gymnastic actions and shapes. They will apply basic strength to a range of gymnastics actions, and then recognise actions that are alike to begin to link together. Throughout the term they will begin to carry basic apparatus such as mats and benches safely. 

 Kick - Basketball
	Attack and defend Unit 1
In this unit the children will begin practising basic movements including running, jumping, throwing and catching. They will begin to engage in competitive activities and experience opportunities to improve agility, balance and coordination.  

Kick – Gymnastics Unit 2
In this unit the children will show a range of recognised point balances. They will be introduced to turn, twist, rock and roll and to link these. They will perform unison simple canon and unison techniques. 
	Send and return Unit 1
 In this unit the children will be taught to send an object with increased confidence using a hand or a bat. They will begin moving towards a moving ball to return it. The children will again be given the opportunity to experiment with sending and returning a variety of different balls. 

Kick – Street dance
	Dance Unit 1
In this unit the children will be responding to a range of stimuli and types of music. They will explore space, direction, levels and speeds. By the end of the unit, they should be able to experiment creating actions and performing movements with different body parts. 

Kick – Multi Sports 
 
	Hit, catch and run Unit 1 
In this unit the children will have the opportunity to hit objects with both their hands and a bat. They will track and retrieve a rolling ball and throw and catch a wide variety of balls and objects. 

Kick - Hit, catch and run Unit 2
In this unit the children will develop sending and receiving skills to benefit fielding as a team. They will distinguish between the roles of the batters and the fielders. Towards the end of the unit, we will introduce the concept of simple tactics to support the success of a game.

In this unit the children will begin to link running and jumping together. They will learn and refine a range of running which includes varying pathways and speeds. By the end of the unit, they should have developed their throwing techniques to send objects over a long distance.
