To know that Richard III took the throne from his nephew and made himself king.
To understand how Henry VII became king.
To understand how Henry VII ended the Wars of the Roses.

	
	Ancient Greeks
To know the Ancient Greeks lived in independent city-states.
To understand that Athens was a democracy.
To know the Spartans were famous for being great warriors.
To know Sparta, Athens, and other city states joined together to fight in the Persian Wars.

To know that Philosophy means ‘love of wisdom’.

	Rocks and Soils

rocks contain fossils and appreciate 
how these were formed millions of 
years ago. Understanding the work of Mary Anning and why she was significant.

	Light

Working scientifically to learn about the wonders of light, including 
reflections and shadows. Recognising that we need light to see and that darkness is the absence of light. 
Understanding that shadows are formed when light from a source is blocked by an opaque object. Investigating the patterns in ways shadows are formed and how their size changes. 

	Forces and Magnets

Developing an understanding of 
‘Forces’ and that these are either a push or a pull. Carrying out 
investigations to explore how the 
texture of a surface and an object effects how it moves. Understand 
that magnets have North and South poles and these can repel and attract each other. Classify 
materials according to whether they are magnetic or not. 
  
	Plants
Exploring the structure of different plants and the functions of different 
parts including: roots; stem/trunk; leaves; and flowers. 
Exploring the 
requirements of different plants for life and growth. 
Investigating the 
way water is transported in plants. 
Exploring the role flowers play in the life cycle of flowering plants, 
including pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal.
	Animals including humans

Understanding that animals need to eat to gain the nutrients they need. 
	Exploring the nutritional content of food, learning about carbohydrates, protein, vitamins, minerals, fats, sugars, water and fibre. 
Understanding the different kinds of skeleton and which animals have them.  Developing knowledge of the types of bones and muscles in the human body.

· That the skills we learn in one medium such as mark making in drawing, can be used in another such as sewing.
· That we don’t have to use materials in traditional ways – it is up to us to reinvent how we use materials and techniques to make art.

In this unit pupils will learn the vocabulary for basic greetings in the foreign language enabling the pupils to participate in a short oral conversation by the end of the unit.


	Los colores y los números – colours and numbers
 
In this unit pupils will learn to count to ten as well as learning ten popular colours in the foreign language.

Shapes 
In this unit pupils will learn 10 different shapes and link them to numbers in a foreign language. 
	 Me presento – Let me introduce myself 

By the end of this unit pupils will have the knowledge and skills to talk about themselves both orally and in written form in Spanish. This is one of the first units where previously learnt language will be integrated with newly acquired language, encouraging all pupils to use their growing bank of vocabulary. In this unit pupils focus on asking questions as well as providing accurate replies. They will demonstrate a growing understanding of grammar to manipulate language and start to create sentences of their own using a range of personal details including name, age, where they live and nationality.
	 Animales - animals 

In this unit pupils will learn 10 familiar animals and be introduced to the 1st person singular high frequency verb ‘I am’ in Spanish. By the end of the unit pupils will be able to recognise, recall, remember and spell up to ten animals with their indefinite article. This is one of the first sentence building units where pupils will have the knowledge and skills to be able create short phrases with the verb ‘I am’ plus the animal nouns and determiners.
	Sé - I Know How 
In this unit pupils will learn 10 familiar activities that they know how or do not know how in Spanish. This is one of the first units introducing the negative form, allowing the children to build more interesting and complex sentences including the option of using conjunctions.
	Los helados – Ice cream 

In this unit pupils will learn ten flavours of ice-cream and the transactional language required to purchase an ice-cream in Spanish. By the end of the unit pupils will have the knowledge and skills to take part in a role-play activity where they will order a cone or pot of ice-cream in the flavour(s) of their choice, specifying how many scoops of each they would like.
